The maturation of ayu-fish was transferred from the long day-length ( 15 hrs
) pond to the natural day-length ( 10-11 hrs ) pond.

The growth of ayu fry reared in-freshwater and brackishwater was almost
the same. However, survival rate of the fry reared in brackishwater was better

than that of those reared in freshwarter.
